he Florida VWing continues to strive for excellence

in its ability fo respond to a variety of realworld
local, state and regional missions in a timely,
professional and safe manner. Wellplanned and
meaningful fraining at all levels is the cornersfone fo
ensuring wing members are prepared to make a
difference when called on to provide aerial and ground
searches, distress beacon searches, aerial photography
and other U.S. Air Force-assigned tasks.

The wing excelled in all three of Civil Air Patrol's
congressionally mandated missions — emergency
services, cadet programs and aerospace education —
during 2014. That performance is reflected in these
highlights:

Nearly 90,000 K-12 youth across the country were
exposed to career exploration programs associated with
astronomy, flight simulation, model and  remote-
controlled aircraft, robotics and rocketry, thanks fo free
STEM kits provided to CAP units and classrooms.

knowledge, which benefits 25,000 students annually.

The Air Force Associations CyberPatriot program,
complemented by CAP’s cyber security educational
materials and the Cyber Familiarization Course, is
grooming participants for future cyber security careers.

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Civil Air Patrol is a leader in the All Service Division

national middle/high school program.
CAP cadets were named national champions in 2011
and 2012, and in 2013 the South Dakota team
finished first in competition to operate and secure @
basic network. In 2014, the California middle school
tfeam won the inaugural National Middle School
Championship.

About 17,000 youth in 28 states are K-6 Aerospace
Connections in Education (ACE) program kids. The no-
cost program enriches academics, character education
and physical fitness with an engaging grade-specific
curriculum.
