uerto Rico Wing volunteers offer many hours of

dedicated service to their communities. Units
participate in the yearly Coastal Cleanup Day, for
example, and members of the Muiiiz Air National
Guard Cadet Squadron collected a record 50
shoeboxes of gifts and supplies for children in need as
part of Operation Christmas Child. The squadron serves
as a collection site for the program, said to be the
world's largest Christmas project of ifs kind.

The Puerto Rico Wing also continues to prepare its
members fo serve the ferrifory in times of need and
during natural disasters. The wing held two Search and
Rescue Schools for ground personnel, an aircrew
school, the Air Force Rescue Coordination Center Basic
Inland Search and Rescue Course and 10 exercises to
prepare members for actual emergencies.

Wing members have a long history of providing
assistance in times of emergency in Puerto Rico and the
U.S. Virgin Islands. Last year the wing was involved in
three search and rescue missions, providing support to
state emergency management as well as the U.S. Coast
Guard. The wing also provides assistance during every
fropical storm that affects Puerto Rico and the Virgin
Islands.

The Puerto Rico Wing engages its cadet members in
science, fechnology, engineering and math [STEM|
education using model rocketry and robotics fraining.
Furthermore, Civil Air Patrol education materials are
used in the island’s junior high schools by CAP members
who are teachers and by teachers who have received
fraining from their CAP counterparts.
