I n 2014, the South Carolina Wing searched coastal
waters for vessels transmitting emergency distress
signals, found downed aircraft and served as targets
for the U.S. Air Force in 17 Fertile Keynote air
identification and intercept missions.

Wing aircrews launched 40 flights as simulated
targefs during the America’s Shield weapons system
calibration and operational performance mission at
McEntire Joint National Guard Base. Members of the
263rd Army Air and Missile Defense Command
headquartered in Anderson, S.C., were frained to
. profect the airspace over Washington, D.C., and
assumed that role lafer in 2014.
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CAP Cessna singleengine aircraft and trained
volunteer aircrews cost the military less per flight than
military crews and aircraft would, saving taxpayers
thousands of dollars.

During the past year, many of the South Carolina
Wing's cadets learned about maritime and aerospace
industries, an opportunity that might encourage some fo
work in South Carolina’s port operations and in
aerospace companies, including Boeing'’s Charleston
research and manufacturing facilities.
